The University YMCA is a unique branch of the YMCA of
Greater Toledo. Founded in 1920, it is one of 14 student
led YMCAs in the country. The University YMCA offers
student memberships and program services that help to
strengthen the spirit, mind and body of all our participants.
Many individuals participate in our student led leadership
development and service learning programs such as
Freshman Camp, Teen Camp, Volunteers in Action,
Intramurals, Socials, Songfest/Musicals, Leadership
Development, Kids Club and Kids in Motion.

Local Impact - Local Investment
In 2009, the University YMCA raised $30,019 during the
Annual Scholarship Campaign and:

e Allocated scholarships to 138 students for leadership
programs that provide an opportunity for fun,
leadership development, community service and a
place for them to grow.

e Provided scholarships for 8 college-age participants
to take part in our Freshman Camp which allows
them to enter college as young student leaders.

e Awarded scholarships to 22 youth to participate in
our city-wide Teen Camp.

e Provided scholarships to 59 students to participate in
the youth mentoring program.
